5.7.5		Fiber layout, ferrules and holder ring





	The fiber bundles that emerge from the back of the absorber are bundled into ferrules in order to couple to PMTs.  The ferrules are connected to the steel plate that is located in a ring structure between r=100 cm and r=140 cm..  This connection is made using a fitting commonly utilized in gas lines.  A tapped hole in the steel plate and a fitting over the cylindrical steel ferrule hold the ferrule and the fiber bundles in place.   Figure (Light-Guides) show the coupling between the ferrule, steel plate and the light guides that transport light to the PMTs.











	Figure (Light-Guides).  The ferrules are coupled to steel plate via fitting.  The steel plate ring is attached to the steel shell around the detector using tapped holes and bolts.
