	The photomultiplers couple to the fiber bundles via aircore light guides as described in the previous section.  The PMTs are housed in a box as shown in Figure (PMT-Box).  There are 16 PMT/box.  Two quick-release screws are attach the PMT box to the steel plate.  Each PMT box is identical and in addition to the PMTs, it houses the Cockroft-Walton high voltage components and nitrogen gas fittings.
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	Figure (PMT-Box).  The PMT box contains 16 PMTs and the Cockroft-Walton HV components.  The nitrogen gas fittings are shown in the back of the housing with signal and voltage connectors.
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	Figure (PMT-Box-Quadrant)  The location of the PMT boxes are shown for one quadrant in the back of HF.  The PMTs are located more than 100 cm from the beam and well shielded.  For easy access and maintanence, two quick-release screws are shown in the back of each PMT housing.
