The noise floor in HF is determined by the need to measure the single photoelectron level.  This is necessary for amplitude calibration of the PMT system and pre-installation detector calibration using cosmic ray muons.  The maximum PMT gain is limited by PMT specifications (peak current and total anode charge) to no more than 105.  This implies a noise floor of about 15,000 electrons enc.
